For each of the situations below, write out EXACTLY what you would say using the formal language of Global Classrooms. Use the name of your country. You may refer to your “Points and Motions” handout to help you. 

1. The delegate has a question regarding the rules of procedure.

2. Delegate wishes to adjourn the meeting until the next session. (Usually used to adjourn for lunch or dinner.)

3. Delegates wishes to yield their remaining time to points of information from other delegates about the speech they just gave.

4. Delegate wishes to tell the Chair about a physical discomfort he/she is experiencing. (inability to hear, too hot, etc..)

5. Delegate wishes to suspend the debate in order to move into a Moderated Caucus. 
6. Delegate wishes to suspend the debate in order to move into an Unmoderated Caucus.

7. A delegate has just finished their speech. Another delegate would like to ask them a question about the speech. (Please note that a speaker must be open to questions.)

8. The delegate feels that the Chair has made a mistake. 

9. The delegate wishes to close the debate and move to voting.
